Today I walked past whilst a

man clearly high on drugs. He was laying across one of the create chairs. He was slurring as people walked past. I felt

intimidated. I would also like to highlight the traffic issues that local commuters are now facing. At 5pm daily, Jonas Street

was a very busy side street with employees and patrons of 12 Shelley Street and surrounding businesses using this street

for quick access to Victoria Street and Hoddle St. Now that Jonas Street is blocked, it is causing major issues with traffic on

Shelley Street and Elizabeth St. It now takes me up to 20 minutes to exit Shelley Street onto Victoria. A very unpleasant

commute home.
